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The first rule of consideration is SAFETY for racers and for the spectators.  Use good common sense based on safety in all aspects…construction, dress and in racing tactics.

STRUCTURE:

1. Outhouses are to have 4 walls, 1 roof, 1 doorway, and a seat with at least 1 (one) hole.  It may also have a door, but the door must be secured open during the race.  No weight requirement.

2. Outhouse must be a minimum of 9 (nine) square feet (3’x3’) at its base, and a maximum overall width not to exceed 6 (six) feet including grasping and/or pushing devices.  A minimum height of 5 (five) feet from the floor to the highest point of the roof.

3. Any number and size of wheels may be used.

4. Any device for grasping (to move) the outhouse may be used.  All grasping devices must be secured solid.

(Official race rules con’t)

5. No glass may be used.

6. Outhouse may be built of any solid material, and structurally sound enough to not fall apart during the race.

7. Each outhouse must be human powered.  No motorized or gear/chain driven outhouses are allowed.

TEAM:

1. A team shall consist of 5 (five) people.  This includes one person who must ride inside sitting on the hole.

2. All crewmembers must be 12 years old or older.  There is no weight limit for the rider.

3. A grasping device for the rider to hold on to is permitted.

4. Theme dressing in encouraged but not necessary.  Examples of themes are: Western; Hillbilly; Football; etc.

5. The name and theme of the team has to be in good taste.  No inappropriate name or theme will be allowed
